Who are the GA Classic IESOL Qualifications and Examinations for?

Classic IESOL qualifications are designed for candidates who are not native speakers of
English and who wish to achieve a high quality, internationally recognised qualification in
English at CEFR levels Al - C2.

They are the perfect choice for candidates who:

- are preparing for entry to higher education
- are preparing for professional employment in the UK or internationally
- require an externally recognised certification of their proficiency in English

The Classic IESOL exams are available in paper based and online formats.

How to prepare candidates for classic IESOL examinations?

Because Classic IESOL qualifications are designed to complement general English language
courses, teachers can follow any course book which has been mapped to the appropriate
CEFR Level when preparing their candidates for Classic IESOL examinations.

The examination tasks have been designed to require a minimal amount of ‘exam
preparedness’; in other words, the tasks should still be accessible to candidates who had no
prior exposure to the exam format. The exam has only one component (Speaking Task 2 —
Presentation), which requires preparation on behalf of the candidates. However, we
strongly recommend that teachers use the sample materials to prepare their learners for
our examinations, as this will increase their confidence and improve their performance on
the day of the exam.

This guide contains a selection of materials which can be used to support candidates
studying for Classic IESOL qualifications and preparing to take our examinations. It is not an
exclusive list, and teachers can and should use a variety of resources.
