Before the exam make sure that:

e you have a clear photo of your ID available and saved on the main device you will be using
for the exam

e you have a fully charged auxiliary device available (usually a phone)

e you have removed the screen lock from the auxiliary device (set the screen lock to ‘never’ for
the duration of the exam)

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7) Allow access to microphone and camera.

8) Record a 10 second video of your surroundings (360 degree view of your room).

9) You might need to change the camera view from front facing to back facing so you can use
the device to record your work area.

10) Click on ‘Start’ to record a 10 second video of your workstation and your surroundings. IN
the video, we want to see:
- the device you will be using to access the exam
- the desk / table you will be working at
- the walls around the desk / table

This is to make sure that you do not have access to any unauthorised materials or devices.

You can preview the video by clicking ‘Play’. If you decide to record it again before uploading, click on
‘Re-record’.

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17) Position your auxiliary camera in line with the guidance. Keep the camera on for the duration
of the entire exam.

Ensure
that the camera feed consistently
captures both your keyboard and the
computer screen you are using for the
test.

18) You can now start your exam by clicking on the first unit.
